FINANCIAL AID FOR 2021-2022:  St. Paul provides grants for tuition assis-
tance for member families that qualify for financial aid.  We have enlisted the 
services of Smart Aid, a company that provides a financial aid analysis service, 
for the purpose of evaluating an applicant’s need for aid.  If you feel you may 
qualify for aid, you must complete an online application at:  smartaid-
forparents.com.  The application fee is $35, and our School ID is 13489.  Your 
application will only be considered if your tuition is current.  Completed Appli-
cations and Supporting Documents are due by April 30, 2021.  NO EXCEP-

COVID INFO:  On April 5, 2021, the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS) reinstated 
the 14 day quarantine period for those exposed to COVID-19 (due to increasing case rates and variant spread in 
Michigan, MDHHS has reinstated a standard 14 day quarantine for close contacts of COVID-19 cases.  This will 
remove the option of reducing quarantine to 10 days, effective April 5, 2020).  People who have been exposed to 
someone with COVID-19 must quarantine and monitor themselves for symptoms for 14 days following the infected 
person’s positive test date.   If you show any symptoms of the virus, you should immediately isolate and get tested.  
Please contact the school office if you or your child have been exposed or have COVID-19.
